ULTIMATE SECURITY, MADE IN UKRAINE -
HOW AJAX SYSTEMS WENT FROM A
TWO-STUDENT TEAM TO 400,000

CUSTOMERS

In the era of software that's
eating the world, it's becoming
increasingly interesting to watch
technology startups with a strong
hardware component. The stakes
are generally higher in this
industry, especially for R&D [re-
search and development - ed.]
and manufacturing-heavy com-
panies, — but so are the rewards.

It's even rarer to see a
high-growth hardware company
that doesn't rely on offshore

manufacturing. Ukrainian-born
Ajax Systems is one: with afactory
and an R&D lab based in Kyiv, it
employs close to 900 people and
exports its security solutions to
more than 90countries. Currently,
the company’s main market is
Europe, from Ukraine to Spain,
the Benelux and the Nordics.

At the moment, Ajax Systems is
responsible for some 400,000
security installations all over the
world. The company produces a

wide range of sensors, cameras
and hubs, as well as proprietary
software to connect them all. Last
year, the company achieved an
100 percent vyearly growth; this
year, the plan was to beat this
number, Ajax founder Oleksandr
Konotopskyi told Hromada.

With the coronavirus outbreak
sweeping across the world, it's
becoming harder to tell whether
this plan is realistic, but Kono-
topskyi keeps an optimistic out-
look. In the meantime, Ajax has
contributed — together with many
other Ukrainian businesses — to
help hospitals cope with the
growing needs. The startup has
chipped in to purchase ven-
tilators, masks and other
important equipment.

“In 2014 [when Russia invaded
Ukraine], people and businesses
were in charge of the army— now
they're in charge of hospitals,”
Konotopskyi said.

As a security company, Ajax is
deemed a critical infrastructure
vendor, which means that its
factory is still running. These
days, however, in addition to its
own products, the startup is
exploring ways to produce and
repair  ventilators, making a
difference for the worst-affected
patients.

On the business side, Kono-
topskyi doesn’'t seem particularly
concerned. A lean startup that’'s
been profitable from dayone, Ajax
now has enough “runway” to
make sure it comes out of this
crisis unharmed. After all, the
lessons learned from the un-
derdog years — or the “cock-
roach culture,” as Konotopskyi
puts it — is what often helps
businesses stayafloat.

The early days

An engineer by training, Kono-
topskyi started his career in the

electronic security industry around
2008 as a distributor of inex-
pensive Chinese systems in the
Ukrainian market. Pretty soon,
however, it became clear that the
imported hardware had many
flaws.

Konotopskyi recalls an episode
when he faced an essential issue
with a system he sold in Ukraine:
the alarm sirens would always
stop working about two months
after the product was installed.
He took the device to a university
friend and asked him to take a
look.

“My friend spent 15 minutes with
the device and showed me a
problem with the transistor,”
Konotopskyi said. “The siren
required a 2A current, but the
manufacturer used a 1A tran-
sistor; the moment we replaced
the element, the problem went
away. [...] This was the beginning
of our research and develop-
ment. | thought — here’'s this guy
with  no experience in alarm
systems who’s fixed a problem
that the [manufacturer] couldn’t
fix for half a year. It seems we
have a chance to develop
something better in Ukraine.”

Inspired by that idea, Konotopskyi
founded Ajax with “a team of a
couple of students” and released
the first version of their security
system in 2011. The first results,
however, were far from what the

entrepreneur intended. The
product still bore a number of
flaws, and the sales weren't

exactly skyrocketing.
The second generation

After the lukewarm reception of
the first Ajax Systems products,
Konotopskyi had to mobilize all of
his entrepreneurial perseverance
to essentially start from scratch.

In 2016, the startup released the
second version of its system,
which bore very little resemblance
to the first one. At the same time,
the company changed its logo
from the mythological Greek

warrior to the sleek black-
and-white all-caps AJAX. With the
new range of hardware, Ajax
Systems went on to conquer
international markets.

One of the most important featu-
res of Ajax's solutions is their
high level of Internet-of-Things
(IoT) security. Over the past few
years, the vulnerability of IloT
devices and services has become
the butt of so many jokes — and,
sadly, for avalid reason.

“The problem with loT securitylies
deeply within the engineering
[culture],” Konotopskyi said. “A
lot of products are designed with
the same approach as consumer
software. We are not following
this trend.”

Unlike many other players in the
industry, Ajax Systems has built
some of the most important parts
of its ecosystem from scratch.

First, it's decided to do away with
Linux-based operating systems
for its hub device that connects
and orchestrates all sensors and
actuators. Instead, the startup
has built Malevich, areal-time OS
of its own. Second, the devices
built by Ajax Systems “talk” to
each other using the company’s

own radio protocol, Jeweller.
According to Konotopskyi,
Jeweller offers both better

performance and ahigher level of
security than its off-the-shelf
peers.

“For us, being a good security
system is the number one
priority,” Konotopskyi said. “If we
have to choose between providing
better security and integrating
with [some of the do it yourself]
smart home systems, we choose
the former.”

The unicorn goal

Launched as a textbook Ilean
startup, Ajax Systems had suc-
cessfully bootstrapped its way up

until 2015. At that point, Ko-
notopskyi decided to fuel the
company’'s international growth

with a $1 million funding round
from SMRK. The fund itself was
launched by Konotopskyi's friend
and fellow Ukrainian tech CEO
Oleksandr Kosovan, the founder
of MacPaw.

Four years later, SMRK sold
most of its equity in Ajax to
another investor, Horizon Capital.
In early 2019, Horizon paid $10
million for SMRK's stake and an
undisclosed number of shares
owned by Ajax top management.
Essentially, the deal provided an
exit opportunity for an early
investor, as well as achance for
the management to take some
money off the table, while the
company itself didn't necessarily

require additional external
funding.
Konotopskyi's long-term vision

for his company is to launch an
IPO within the next five years —

end eventually become a
“unicorn.”
“For sure, we have a plan to

reach the billion-dollar valuation,”
Konotopskyi said. “But it’s not the
number that we’re obsessed
with. We talk about an IPO maybe
once per quarter, but we're
discussing how to make our
customers happyeveryday.”

Konotopskyi's decision to keep his
company's office and factory
running during the lockdown has
caused controversy in the local tech
community after the interview was
recorded. The critics have accused
Ajax in violating the quarantine re-
gime and endangering its emplo-
yees, while the company maintained
that it's taken every possible
precaution to ensure the safety of its
personnel. The CEO also admitted
that he had dismissed two emplo-
yees who didn't fall into the high-risk
category and refused to come to the
office.

leave. Most of them have fami-
lies, and they haven't seen them
for months.

Because of Covid-19 our dis-
cipline is lifted. Firstly, no more
common formation, at the
canteen everybody supposed to
keep distance, and nobody can
leave the base without wearing a
mask.

The city is located nearby, the-
refore, couple of stores in small
village nearby providing goods for
us. The food isn’t bad, except for
frequent hrechka (buckwheat)
soldiers usually run to buy food
elsewhere.

At 8 am we are already up and
preparing for company formation
inside our barrack. The Com-
mander after a casual check-in
usually gives us the tasks for the

day and announces names of the
soldiers on duty.

A lot of guys are on vacation,
thus sometimes we have to triple
our shifts. This unit has been
fighting since 2014 and consi-
dered as one of the true combat
units. That's why most of the
army’s stupid formal stuff is only
needed for the new draftees. For
example, once we’ve been told to
clean the training area which

happened to be untouched since
the collapse of the Soviet Union.
This meant, we had to cut the

trees, bushes, get rid of the
garbage and flatten the territory.
Officers gave orders to soldiers,
soldiers worked 30 minutes, then
took 30 minutes smoking break,
then work another 30 and re-
peated 30 minutes break all day
long. Officers knew it, and sol-
diers knew that if they complete
this task, they will get anext task.

That’s why no one was rushing.
So, it's a game where everybody
knows everything but pretends to
see nothing. Good bonus for
being in acombat unit.

In my opinion, quarantine in
Ukraine is pretty strange. In Kyiv,
for example, it's not unusual to
see people walking or visiting
public places like parks without
masks. The only exception is
public transportation, people are
wearing masks. But there you can
notice a bunch of babushkas
(grannies) traveling despite order
of shelter in place, especially for
the elderly and venerable
population.

For the army guys all this is
simpler. | have afeeling that every
one of them deep down realizes
already during the shelling on the
frontline that you might die any
moment. And it is like that feeling
when you either get lucky and
avoid death, or face the God’s
will.

My unit is made of combat
veterans, some of them have
been fighting since 2014.Theyare
professionals. But often there is a
lack of manpower, then the army
mobilizes inexperienced ones.
Our guys are different, they are
eager to fight. Unfortunately, the
preparedness still stuck in the
Soviet times, mainly because of
outdated technology. Today,
after 6 years of war, volunteers
stil have to provide army with
stuff like radios, drones, scopes,
thermals, adequate body armor,
etc. Guys often spending decent
amount of their salaries to buy
their uniforms (especially for cold

weather) and upgrades for
weapons.
Despite all this, our guys are
eager to fight for independence
and to liberate occupied
territories

I've stayed there for quite some
time, helped with few things, then
returned back to Kyiv to regroup.
