UKRAINE CONFUSION: WHAT IS
REALLY HAPPENING?

As someone in the Media whose guests has included Presidents, Heads of State, Secretaries of State, Generals (including NATO
Supreme Commanders), Ambassadors, America’s top intelligence officials, and more, and who was briefly embedded with General
David Petraeus during the Iraq War, | have been swamped with questions about Ukraine from puzzled viewers. Here are summaries

of some of my responses.

What does Vliadimir Putin want?

Putin wants to reassemble the
Soviet Union, if not the entire Russian
Empire. He doesn’t give the monetary
aspects of life the same priority we do
and, therefore, stays focused on his
goal, regardless of the financial costs.

American policy, on the other hand,
grossly overestimates the value and
impact of money and materialism,
especially in regard to how important
we believe sanctions are.

This parochial perspective fails to
acknowledge that the financial misery
sanctions cause will be used by Putin
to further convince the Russian people
how evil America is and how this is
a battle of “Good” (Russia) versus

“Evil” (the U.S., NATO, and the West in
general), which is seeking to extingu-
ish Russia.

This also is why Putin is willing to
destroy so much of Ukraine even if
it severely damages the country’s
Economy.

Again, Americans’ views tend to be
through financial lenses so, as a result,
we don’t easily see how someone
else’s perspective can be so different
than ours.

Whatis Putin’s long-term military
strategy?

Putin’s strategy has been consis-
tent. He has leveraged the West’s
fears of a nuclear war into a systema-
tic approach which allows him to
conquer others while keeping those
who could stop him at bay.

Putin knows that, if he were to
launch an all-out, multi-nation effort
to gain territory, the West militarily
would respond strongly and severely
--- even risking a nuclear war.

His approach has been singular,
strategic, and effective for many years.
It is to take one “bite” at a time and
make certain there is an intervening
period of time so that, after a few
years, the seriousness of the latest
“bite” is reduced or even forgotten in
the minds of his Western opponents.

The West’s failure to seriously res-
pond to Putin’s wars in Georgia,
Chechnya, Crimea, Donetsk Luhansk,
and now all of Ukraine, have convinced
Putin the United States is a “Paper
Tiger.” As a result, he believes he can
proceed with impunity.

Even when at a point where it ap-
pears arming Ukraine at a viable level
for the country to defeat Russia is a
possibility, the United States and its
allies continue to reject Ukraine’s pleas
for help.

Even worse, despite the promise
of significant military aid, even that
has not been delivered on the scale
needed or promised. The result has
been a trickle of aid when the pipeline
needs to be ten times bigger.

While Ukraine is his biggest “bite
to date, Putin reasons that the West’s
fear of a nuclear conflict will keep it
from stopping him.

Putin looks at the United States and
says, “The U.S. is not going to risk
American lives or a nuclear war over a
country it barely knows.” So far, he is
correct.

In future years, he might say the
same thing regarding other countries.
Would America risk a nuclear con-
frontation over Estonia, even if is a

NATO member we pledged to protect?
How about Finland?

After all, Putin figures, Ukraine’s
importance to the World Economy
certainly dwarfs that of Estonia and
many other countries Putin seeks to
conquer so, if the money-oriented
West isn’'t willing to confront him in
Ukraine, why should they care about
Estonia?

Is Vladimir Putin playing with a
full deck?

Despite all the Western Media re-
ports of an isolated Putin having
somehow changed and mentally de-
teriorated in recent years, the reality
is that Putin knows exactly what he is
doing.

Putin clearly miscalculated the res-
ponse of the Ukrainian people and
the country’s military but he sees the
situation only as one which will delay
what he sees as inevitable --- i.e.,
the achievement of his ultimate goal:
conquering Ukraine in its entirety.

U.S. intelligence sees the same out-
come and it is one reason the U.S. is
doing far less than it could. The U.S.
knows Putin is more than willing to
use tactical nuclear weapons as well
as chemical and biological weapons
against Ukraine.

With that knowledge, America has
maintained its position --- based on its
actions rather than its words --- that
Ukraine is expendable. The country
simply is seen as not worth the risk
of an elevated conflict which draws in
U.S. troops.

With Ukraine’s limited success de-
fending itself, Putin already has
deployed a misdirection play by pre-
tending he now only is interested in
Eastern Ukraine. However, because
he is continuing the bombardment of
cities throughout Ukraine as well as
reinforcing troops in multiple locati-
ons, he clearly has not altered his
objectives.

Our failure to understand Putin’s
abilities and his thinking is why it
appears he is playing 3-D chess while
we’re playing checkers. Hopefully, we
can reverse those positions.

How does Putin see America?

Putin accurately perceives Ameri-
cans as war-weary from over two de-
cades of efforts culminating in our
massive failure in Afghanistan. He
sees Americans as fat, lazy, couch
potatoes who are unlikely to rise up
and rally to support a country few of
us could find on a map.

Putin sees the same polling data
America’s leaders see. Those num-
bers confirm the belief of the lea-
dership in both countries that most
Americans have never cared about
Ukraine and were not interested in
making any serious sacrifices for a
country with which few U.S. citizens
have any relationships.

Putin also views America as purely
reactive and unwilling to take the ini-
tiative. He sees us making as con-
stantly making what he considers
are idle threats so he has been and
continues to be relatively indifferent
to anything we say or do.

Putin’s perspective is that the Uni-
ted States and its allies are afraid of
taking any kind of preemptive action
and, instead, will only respond to
whatever he does. This gives him the
advantage of always being able to
decide and make the first move.

Has Putin miscalculated Ameri-
cans’ perspectives?

Yes, he has made a mistake by be-
lieving Americans’ disinterest in the
War in Ukraine was static. Simply be-
cause polling data hadn’t changed

over a long time didn’t mean our disin-
terest was immutable.

Putin failed to see that the inhuma-
ne and totally unjustifiable devastation
he is causing would be so effective
in convincing Americans the United
States needed to do far more than U.S.
leadership planned or wanted to do.

As a result, America’s political lea-
ders are lagging in their responses
to the cries for help from Ukraine
because they, like Putin, assumed
Americans wouldn’t care.

What do Russians believe?

Putin originally convinced most
Russians that the Ukrainian war was
not a war; rather, it was and is a
“peacekeeping action.” Without any
factual evidence, he has posited that
it is Russia’s obligation to “de-Nazify”
Ukraine, despite the lack of Nazi lea-
ding Ukraine or the fact Ukraine’s
President is Jewish.

Americans, who are accustomed to
so many media sources that they can
hardly keep track, are ignorant of the
extraordinary control Putin has over
what Russians hear and see. This
degree of control allows Putin to set
the narrative 24/7.

That narrative blames the West for
any and all problems, including any
suffering Russians incur, and is used
to motivate the Russian people to rally
around its government.

While the U.S., its allies, and private
entities (such as “Anonymous”) have
attempted to break through Putin’s
extraordinary control of the narrative,
for the most part, those efforts have
failed. They eventually may have suc-
cess but, at this point, the Russian
people believe Putin’s lies and are
solidly behind him

Why don’t the oligarchs do some-
thing about Putin?

The oligarchs owe their wealth to
Putin and are not about to get in his
crosshairs (literally).

Sure, many are unhappy to see their
wealth destroyed by sanctions but if
you were worth $8 billion and suffered
losses totaling 75%, you’'re still worth
$2 billion.

Plus, who knows what the spoils
of war will be for some of those
most loyal to Putin?

Our leadership believes sanctions
will result in oligarchs putting pressu-
re on Putin but the reality is these
people know which side of their bread
is buttered --- and who is doing the
buttering.

Does anyone really think the oli-
garchs are going to band together and
confront Putin or even meekly ask him
if the war in Ukraine really is the best
course for Russia?

The bottomline is that, while many of
the oligarchs believe Putin’s invasion
of Ukraine was misguided, they know
whoisin charge. And the reality is that,
despite Western sanctions, none of
them are missing any meals.

Is the world united against Putin?

No, the world is not united against
Putin and Russia. While the Western
world is fairly unified (certainly the 26
NATO countries), many major nations
(such as China, Brazil, India, and Sau-
di Arabia) have not taken a position
against Russia.

In fact, many nations continue to do
business with Russia and are unlikely
to stop unless additional primary and
secondary sanctions are imposed
which make trade with Russia difficult.

So, no, the world is not united
against Putin and the U.S. needs to do
far more to gain support.

If America’s leadership thought
citizens wouldn’t care about Ukra-
ine, what was our pre-war plan?

Our plan was to let Russia take all of
Ukraine. We did notwanttoriska direct
military confrontation with Russia and,
because we believed the takeover of
parts or all of Ukraine would be quick,
we did not believe there was much we
could do. Russiais adjacent to Ukraine.
We’'re thousands of miles away.

We assumed the speed of Russia’s
victory would be so great that civilian
casualties would be minimal and that
the country, post-takeover, would be
able to function normally, albeit under
Russian control.

This also is why we did not do the
significant military preparation needed
to intervene or even support Ukraine
at a sufficient level. While we are
helping now, we still have held back
due to our fear of a direct confrontati-
on with Russia.

However, both America’s leadership
and Putin are seeing the images of
the War changing public opinion, with
many U.S. citizens questioning why we
aren’t doing more.

So, a key strategic question to askiis,
if we believe we’re eventually going to
have to confront Russia, is this the best
opportunity to do it?

If the success of Ukraine to defend
itself is a surprise, do we need to

“adjust” our strategy or give it a com-
plete overhaul?

And why did our Intelligence agen-
cies seemingly fail to predict the
success the Ukrainians have had?

Ultimately, if we don’t change our
strategy and tactics, Russia will over-
whelm Ukraine and simply destroy
the country via incessant bombing. Is
that outcome acceptable to America
and the West? Are we willing to seize
the moment or will we let the moment
seize us?

Why haven’t we done more for
Ukraine?

We haven’t done more because we
were unprepared for what happened.
U.S. and Russian intelligence services
had come to the same conclusion:
Russia’s massive 175,000 troop effort
would quickly overwhelm Ukraine and
take control of the country.

That didn’t happen and both the U.S.
and Russia --- as well as the rest of
the world --- were caught by surprise.
The American response has been to
impose sanctions and help arm the
Ukrainians but neither effort has been
effective in stopping Russia.

The Russian response has been to
escalate the conflict by relying on
bombing Ukraine into submission and,
hence, no longer relying on its blatant-
ly incompetent ground forces.

What ever happened to that 1994
Ukrainian nuclear disarmament
deal?

The Budapest Memorandum on Se-
curity Assurances (signed by the
United States, Russia, Great Britain,
and Ukraine) was based on Ukraine’s
commitment to deliver its nuclear
weapons it had from the Soviet Union
(which no longer existed) to Russia
in exchange for a number of security
provisions. One of those stated, as
follows:

“The Russian Federation, the United
Kingdom of Great Britain and Northern
Ireland and the United States of
America reaffirm their obligation to
refrain from the threat or use of force
against the territorial integrity or
political independence of Ukraine.”

Obviously, if Ukraine had kept those
nuclear weapons in 1994, there would
have been no invasion of Crimea in
2014 or all of Ukraine in 2022.

Isn’t the Russian’s gross violation of
the Budapest Memorandum enough
to justify a serious military response by
the other signatories?

It would seem that this is an easily
answered question (i.e., “Yes”). Howe-
ver, the West’s fear of expanding the
war into a nuclear one justifies its
decision to ignore the agreement.

Obviously, Ukraine feels the signa-
tories should honor their word, espe-
cially since it did deliver all its nuclear
weapons to Russia.

Unfortunately, this is another
example of Putin watching what the
West does and, after seeing no action,
proceeds as he pleases.

What are some of the ramifica-
tions of our unwillingness to res-
pond proportionately to Russia?

One of the ultimate effects of the cur-
rent American response to Russia is
China’s likely takeover of Taiwan.

Right now, China’s leadership sees
the United States with the same
perspective Putin does --- i.e., a
country unwilling to confront an ag-
gressor for fear of inciting a broader
conflagration or even a nuclear war.

As long as America’s opponents ---
such as Russia and China --- see the
United States as impotent, they will
have no disincentive to take whatever
territory they seek to acquire.

American policymakers may find
this unsatisfactory yet acceptable
because, despite the potential losses
of Ukraine, Taiwan, and other lands,
the United States is likely to prosper
anyway.

If this scenario is true, these poli-
cymakers would argue it makes no
sense to take huge risks --- including
the possibility of a nuclear war --- if
there aren’t significant benefits to
the United States. This is a rational
argument, even if depressing for tho-
se living in Ukraine, Taiwan, or a
number of other places.

Isn’t intentionally attacking civil-
ian targets a War Crime and, if so,
why doesn’t Putin seem to care?

Yes, bombing hospitals, nurseries,
schools, grocery stores, et cetera,
certainly qualify as War Crime and
formal accusations eventually will be
made against Putin.

However, Putin knows it is unlikely
he ever will be tried by an international
courtand, evenif he is, no one is going
to come to Russia to get him.

Furthermore, even if convicted in
absentia, when Putin travels outside of
Russia, it would be to countries whose
governments would protect him and
guarantee his safe passage.

Why is Russia bombing Ukraine to
the extent it is destroying the country’s
valuable infrastructure and significant
elements of the Ukrainian Economy?

Although Russia’s initial strategy
was to quickly takeover Ukraine with
minimal civilian casualties and nomi-
nal damage to the country’s infra-
structure, it failed. Had it been suc-
cessful, Russia would have gained
the greatest long-term economic and
financial benefit from its victory.

The surprising degree and success
of Ukraine’s defense of its country
has resulted in a war which, if fought
conventionally, could drag on for
months or even years, especially if
the Ukrainian resistance were suc-
cessful to a significant degree.

As a result, Russia has changed its
strategy in an effort to still prevail as
soon as possible, even though that
timeframe is longer than originally
anticipated.

Thus, the current strategy is a
“scorched earth” policy in which Russia
goes to the air and deploys missiles
and bombs in an overpowering effort
to destroy so much of Ukraine and Kill
so many civilians that it expects the
country to give up.

It is an indiscriminate strategy which
forfeits the future in exchange for an
intimidating and overwhelming show
of force which Russia expects to
result in the submission of Ukraine’s

leadership as they watch their nation
turned into rubble.

Why haven’t sanctions worked
and will they ever succeed?

Sanctions haven’t worked because
they only are a minor irritation to
Putin compared to how he values the
importance of his ultimate goal.

In addition, many of the sanctions
deployed by the West continue to
have massive loopholes and, as a
result, have had very limited impacts.
While they sounded impressive, their
achievements fell flat. They have given
many people the misimpression we
were doing something significant.

Had we levied severe sanctions
when Putin was amassing troops,
equipment, and supplies, they might
have been effective but, as U.S.
leadership noted, they can take a
month or more to fully go into effect.

That was an argument for imple-
menting them long ago because that
would have given the West some
bargaining power and leverage. Un-
fortunately, by not taking any action,
the West’s negotiating position had
nothing for which Putin would have
any interest in negotiating.

Our statements that we would
take serious action without backing
up those statements were not taken
seriously by Putin, as the invasion
proved.

With nothing to gain from the West,
there was no reason for Putin to delay
hisinvasion. And he didn’t.

Even worse, the sanctions imposed
later are being used against us by
Russia to convince its people and
Russia’s supporters that the West is
trying to unfairly harm the “innocent”
Russian people.

Couldn’t further support of
Ukraine result in a nuclear war?

This certainly is a threat Putin has
made. He has done this because he
knows America’s leadership is
unwilling to take a chance that an
escalation of the conflict could turn it
into a nuclear conflagration.

America’s leadership reasonably
concluded that losing Crimea, Ukrai-
ne, and other territory (and, perhaps,
a number of other countries) wasn’t
worth the risk of a nuclear war.

They also questioned whether U.S.
citizens would support any heighte-
ned conflict and were (and still are)
convinced avoiding such a course of
action was best for the country, re-
gardless of the cost to others.

After all, even if Putin were to take
every country he wishes to conquer,
would it actually affect life in America
very much? The honest answeris, “no.”

Are Putin’s threats of a nuclear
conflictreal?

Yes, the threats are real because
he knows he can escalate the use of
nuclear weapons in stages.

The first stage would be to use
tactical, battlefield nuclear weapons.
These would have devastating military
effects as well, unfortunately, as long-
lasting environmental impacts.

The second stage could be the use
of smaller nuclear arms in strategic
locations while the third would
involve the beginning of international
exchanges (i.e., World War Ill).

One argument is that Putin’s use of
nuclear weapons against the West is a
bluff because he does not want to go
down in history as the man responsib-
le for the destruction of Russia and
any gains he already has made.

However, although it’s probably a
bluff, Putin knows it’s a risk the West
won’t take. As a result, Putin believes
he continues to have a free hand to
take Ukraine and other territories.

What should we do?

The key questions are, first, “Should
we even confront Putin?” and, if so,
then “At what point should the West
truly confront Putin?” The corollary
question for both is, “What risks are
we willing to take?’

Putin sees the West as being un-
willing to take any substantial risks.
In fact, we’ve repeatedly stated no
American forces will be committed to
defend Ukraine. Knowing this, Putin

believes he has carte blanche to do
whatever he wants.

He even has made it clear that
military supplies being provided by
the West are justifiable targets for the
Russian military. Yet, despite those
statements from Russia, the West
hasn’t said how it will respond to such
attacks so, again, Putin feels further
emboldened.

Doesn’t it make sense to put
pressure on Putin but avoid a con-
frontation so this all can play out?

Knowing it is unlikely he will stop
at Ukraine, one argument is that we
continue to standby and allow the
destruction of that country with ulti-
mately 7% million refugees and 12%
additional citizens internally displaced
--- representing half the nation’s
population in the world’s most severe
humanitarian crisis in three-quarters
of a century.

The assumption is the cost of the
War to Russia, the ongoing resistance
it would face, and the continuation
of sanctions will ultimately be so
destructive that Putin will have to
change his strategy. This certainly is
a possibility and is the West’s current
course of action.

One problem with this approach
is that it, again, fails to acknowledge
that Putin’s goal is unrelated to its
cost. Once Putin controls territory, he
will be loath to give it up.

Wouldn’t a more behind-the-sce-
nes strategy ultimately be more
effective?

America’s strategy may be to
“bleed Russia to death” by supplying
Ukraine with a constant flow of wea-
pons and ammunitions so the Ukrai-
nians can defend themselves without
direct involvement of Western
countries.

This approach maximizes the
West’s goal of helping Ukraine while
minimizing the chances for a nuclear
conflagration. It is Afghanistan redux,
in which the U.S. armed the Taliban
and, as a result, helped the mujahi-
deen defeat Russia.

A similar strategy could stretch
over multiple decades and result in
severe damage to the Russian military,
the exorbitant draining of Russian
resources, significant harm to the
Russian Economy, and ultimately
could result in the defeat of Russia.

The outcomes would be the trans-
formation of Russia into a defeated
state --- especially if the West impo-
ses and maintains maximum sancti-
ons (which it has yet to do).

The downside of this approach is
that it would mean the deaths of
tens of thousands of Ukrainians, the
destruction of hundreds of billions of
dollars of infrastructure and property,
and the suffering of millions of families.

With projected Ukrainian refugee
numbers exceeding 5 million and
another 10 million displaced internally,
the human cost of a “bleed Russia”
approach inhumanely ignores the fact
the same strategy also is a “bleed
Ukraine” policy.

What are the risks of further ac-
tions by the West?

The United States and its allies have
to realize that they will have to stop
Putin at some point. Is that time today
or some date in the distant future?

Buoyed by one victory after anot-
her and aided by billions of dollars in
oil and natural gas revenues due to
stratospheric energy prices, it may
be even more difficult to successfully
confront a further emboldened Putin
in the coming years.

Adding Ukraine to Russia will sig-
nificantly enhance and diversify the
Russian Economy for decades to
come as will the addition of other lands
and territories in coming years.

At this point, should the West go
on the offensive militarily or not?

While the West is sending arms and
ammunition to Ukraine as well as
humanitarian aid, everyone knows
it is too little and too late to prevent
Russia’s takeover of Ukraine.

Many in the West clearly are not
uncomfortable with this outcome and

believe it is the best course of action
because it avoids --- at least for now
--- a direct confrontation with Moscow.

However, if the West decides that
the choices in the future will be even
worse than confronting Putin now, and
if the West decides it can no longer
tolerate the genocide occurring in
Ukraine, and if the West decides its
commitment to Ukraine’s security
should be honored, and if the West is
willing to make a risk, there is much it
could do.

Why hasn’t there been any dis-
cussion of a strategy for Ukraine
winning the war?

Originally, this was not seen as a
likely or even as a possibility. After all,
Ukraine was facing one of the world’s
few Super Powers.

However, given the relative suc-
cess Ukrainians have had defending
their country, they have created an
opportunity for nations supporting
them to actually win the war.

Accomplishing this would entail a
major shift in the policy of the United
States and other Ukrainian allies but
the extraordinary opportunity is in
front of Western leaders. This is why
the West unintentionally appears to
be afraid of winning.

The heroic actions of the Ukrainian
people surprisingly have given the
West an extraordinary opportunity to
defeat Putin in a manner which would
have repercussions for decades to
come. If we fail to take advantage
of this opportunity, the West will co-
ntinue to be subject to the nonstop
undermining and attacks which are
the hallmarks of Putin’s efforts to
defeat Western democracies.

A further benefit of defeating Rus-
sia is it likely will freeze China’s
imperialistic efforts --- including its
planned takeover of Taiwan. Given
current U.S. policy and actions, China
has become even more emboldened
as it views the United States as
impotent.

Helping the Ukrainians win the war
against Russia would totally reverse
China’s perspective. This, alone,
could justify an offensive effort on the
part of the West.

The U.S. has taken a view influen-
ced by its experience in Afghanistan
when we successfully armed the
mujahideen against the Russians.

Utilizing this perspective likely is
erroneous because the Russian com-
mitment to takeover Ukraine is an
order of magnitude greater than its
prior desire to defeat the Taliban in
Afghanistan.

Where have the Media and our
political leaders been on all this?

Most of the political leaders in the
United States understandably have
been cautious due to the rational fear
of making the wrong move which could
trigger a nuclear war.

The majority of Media organizations
have focused on the devastation
wrought by Russia and the seemingly
unbelievable humanitarian crisis it has
caused. Wall-to-wall coverage focu-
ses on the refugee crisis, the total
destruction of cities, and the war
crimes being committed by Putin and
his troops.

What has not received the coverage
it deserves are (1) the desperate
Ukrainian need for weapons, ammu-
nition, missile defense systems, and
other supplies which remain unmet,
and (2) the fact the delivery of these
promised items has been delayed to
the point there is only a trickle of what’s
needed getting into the right hands.

Similarly, the new coverage has
been nominal when it comes to any
serious discussion of how Ukraine
actually could win the war and what
we would need to do to help make that
happen.

Just timely delivering what has been
promised would make a difference
but, due to our timidity, we still may
be missing a historic opportunity to
defeat Russia.

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Opinion: SACRIFICING UKRAINE IS A
GLOBAL LEADERSHIP FAILURE

For the past three weeks, as I've
watched the West sacrifice Ukraine at
the altar of freedom, I’'ve been thinking
a lot about leadership. At Stanford
University, my alma mater, the concept
was woven into nearly every syllabus,
as professors prepared my classma-
tes and me for future roles as leaders
in the United States and beyond.

As we emerged from our academic
cocoon, leadership remained a com-
mon buzzword. But how much subs-
tance lies behind this word? How ma-
ny true leaders can we point to today,
particularly in the realm of politics?

In the past weeks, we have seen
true leadership emerge from Ukra-
ine. The world has marveled at the
heroism of President Volodymyr
Zelensky, who day after day models
courage, optimism and strength in
his impossible fight. We’ve also seen
countless examples of leadership
from ordinary Ukrainians: People, who
just a few weeks ago spent their days
as office workers, software developers
or graphic artists, are now joining the
fight for Ukraine’s freedom. Some take
up arms. Others coordinate complex
logistical operations to import nee-
ded supplies from across the globe.
Some grab a truck and drive under the
bombs to deliver humanitarian aid and
evacuate families, going to hotspots
where international organizations refu-
se to go. Others raise millions of dol-
lars in funds, share essential infor-
mation or organize rallies.

But even as Ukrainians of all stripes
step up to lead, we have seen an epic
failure of leadership worldwide —
from presidents and prime ministers
and members of congress in the
world’s leading democracies. In other
words, from the very people we should
expect to lead.

One of the cornerstone principles
of leadership is integrity. Leadership
courses universally highlight the im-
portance of core values — knowing
what is right and what is wrong and
acting accordingly. The U.S., as well
as the multinational organizations of
which it is a member (NATO, the UN
and many more), loudly preach values
such as freedom, democracy, human
rights and the responsibility to care
for the vulnerable.

Their actions in Ukraine, however,

go against all of these espoused valu-
es. Even as they loudly condemn the
atrocities committed by the Russian
army, no leader is taking steps to stop
them. As | write this, the people of
Mariupol, a city of 400,000, have been
starving to death for nearly two weeks.
There is no heat, no water, no food, no
way out. Every single day, people line
up to evacuate — and every single day,
the Russian army blocks their path and
forbids humanitarian aid to enter the
city.

How can any politician sleep at night
knowing that he or she is standing by
and allows this to happen? How can
any constituent continue to trust such
politicians, for whom children’s lives
are meaningless?

U.S. policies in Ukraine are not only
immoral, they are shamefully reactive

— literally, the opposite of leadership.
The U.S. and NATO wait for Vladimir
Putin to set the terms and play by his
rules. They did this in 2014, when
Putin illegally annexed Crimea and
started a war in Ukraine’s East. They
did it over the last few months, as Putin
made clear preparations to invade.
And they are doing it now, as war rages
and thousands die.

Every single decision is made un-
der the cloud of fear, with one aim —
not to upset Putin, because he has
nuclear weapons. It is interesting that,
although the U.S. also has nuclear we-
apons, Putin is not tiptoeing around
in fear of retaliation. In contrast, the
Russian dictator has loudly, proudly

declared his twisted core values and
is proactively pursuing his country’s
interests.

U.S. leaders claim that by shirking
their responsibility to step in and
protect Ukraine, they are avoiding a
third world war. But Putin does not
play by the rules. In his mind, he is
already fighting the United States;
Ukraine, which he considers a U.S.
puppet, is his current battleground.
It is obvious to every Ukrainian that
Putin will not stop at Ukraine. From
the beginning, he’s been out to rebuild
an empire; the economic sanctions
imposed by the West only make him
angrier and more determined.

The U.S. and NATO refuse to im-
plement the no-fly zone that Ukraine
needs to have any chance to withstand
invasion from a vastly larger, more
powerful foe. But should Putin invade
NATO countries, they will be forced to
intervene. If confrontation is inevitable,
why wait?

Some leading U.S. foreign policy ex-
perts are delaying this reckoning with
irresponsible, inaccurate praise of the
disastrous policy in Ukraine. Recent
comments by Francis Fukuyama and

Michael McFaul — professors from
my alma mater, Stanford — are prime
examples.

Fukuyama approves of the Biden
administration’s decisions not to de-
clare a no-fly zone or transfer Polish
MiGs fighter jets to Ukraine. “It is
much better to have the Ukrainians
defeat the Russians on their own,” he

said. Never mind that the Ukrainians
are losing the war and cannot defeat
the Russians on their own. Fukuyama
also stated that fighter jets “would not
add much to Ukrainian capabilities,”
in direct contradiction of statements
from Ukraine’s own military leaders.

Fukuyama is also silent on the hor-
rifying and increasingly likely risk of
a chemical or nuclear attack. He’s
noticed that Putin has committed the
bulk of his military to the war, and this
military is hanging on by a thread. But
he does not understand that these
very failures may lead a desperate
Putin to double down. If Putin has no
soldiers, many Ukrainians and East
Europeans believe he will use chemi-
cal agents or nuclear bombs.

Michael McFaul has made multiple
statements in support of Ukraine. But
he, too, refuses to entertain the idea
of a no-fly zone, fearing its escalatory
potential. | suppose this isn’t surpri-
sing for someone who pushed a policy
of appeasing Putin during his tenure
as the U.S. ambassador to Russia du-
ring the Obama administration.

McFaul said in a Feb. 27 Twitter
comment that he is confident about
Ukraine’s eventual victory — he even
believes that failure in Ukraine will
topple Putin’s regime. But without the
no-fly zone that McFaul so ardently op-
poses, these optimistic predictions
have no chance of coming true. Rather,
Ukraine will be devastated by years
of war and millions of casualties, with
most major cities turned to rubble.

Many years from now, the political
leaders who did not act to stop Putin
and the foreign policy experts who
encouraged them will look back with
shame ontheirwordsand actions. Their
positions will stain their reputations —
unless our leaders change tack and
decide to actually lead and take action
to end the genocide on Ukrainian soil.

Russia?

The United States has an extraor-
dinary array of tools to devastate the
Russian Military and the entire Russian
Economy but it has not deployed
those assets. This is consistent with
our “reactive” rather than “proactive”
approach. There are two primary rea-
sons for this decision.

First, by holding back on these op-
tions, the U.S. maintains its position
of being able to make proportional
responses to each and every attack
by the Russians. Thus, we strategically
reserve the ability to hit back harder
each time in the belief this will “train”
the Russians that whatever damage
they do to us will be returned twofold
or more.

The assumptionisthat, atsome point

--- and possibly early in a cyberwar ---
the Russians will decide continuing
makes no sense.

This approach also allows the U.S.
to decide to what extent it wants to
escalate the cyber conflict at any point
in time. For example, we might select
a specific target (e.g., Russia’s oil and
gas industry) to maximize the impact
of a single attack.

Second, the U.S. is loath to go all

out in a cyber war or even initiate one
because every time it takes any action,
it reveals what we can do and, to a
certain extent, how we do it.

This gives our enemies significant
information about our capabilities and
offers them the opportunity to deve-
lop ways to thwart such future attacks.

Hence, by being cautious and
selective about what we do, we
reserve other options for the future.
This approach would be especially
important if we eventually did launch
an all-out cyber assault intended to
cripple Russia on a national scale.

So, one reason the Russians may
not have utilized their own cyber
capabilities against America is beca-
use they are aware of what kind of
response it would produce.

Perhaps the best approach would
be to slowly and incrementally take
down certain Russian assets rather
than launch an all-out cyber attack.

How can we stop the flow of
energy dollars to Russia?

This actually is extremely difficult for
several reasons. Russia is generating
$800 million a day from its oil and gas
sales. In essence, these revenues,
primarily from Western nations, are
funding Putin’s War.

The new infrastructure needed to

send oil and gas to current Russian
customers will take between two and
ten years to build, so shifting sources
of energy supplies is difficult to do
quickly.

Some countries, such as Germany,
and extremely dependent on Russia
for oil and natural gas --- to the extent
their economies would be crippled
if they no longer acquired those re-
sources from Russia.

Taking Russian oil and natural gas
off the world markets would result
in even higher energy prices for al-
most every country --- resulting in
an inflation spiral which would result
in price increases for almost every
product produced and consumed by
billions of people.

Unless world leaders prepare their
citizenry for significant sacrifices in
order to stop Russia, most people will
complain bitterly about the outrage-
ous increase in the cost of everything
-- including basic essentials such
as food (with these price increases
disproportionately harming the people
who can least afford them).

Putin knows all this and believes he
has significant leverage over a world
which has become dependent on him.

What else should President
Biden do?

The President understandably is
concerned that any missteps could
result in even more tragedy in Ukraine
as well as an expansion of the War.

He also knows making mistakes
at this juncture likely would seal the
Democrats’ political defeat in the 2022
November elections as well as both
taint and end his Presidency.

The United States has been more
reactive than proactive. Given the re-
latively surprising success of the
Ukrainian forces, it is time for the
Western allies to go on the offensive.

President Biden has an extraordi-
nary opportunity to forge a bipartisan
coalition in the House and Senate to
go on the offensive.

Politically, this is an incredibly risky
strategy but it’s the right thing to do.
By creating that bipartisan coalition,
Biden also gives himself some political
cover.

Most of all, having the United States
truly do allit can to save Ukraine is what
many Americans believe we should do.

In the end, if the strategy fails, Biden
will at least know he tried his best.

How can Biden prepare America?

PUTIN'S INFORMATION

By invading Ukraine, Vliadimir Putin
has made a colossal mistake. In three
weeks of war, Russia’s armed forces
have suffered significant losses and
morale is low. International sanctions
have crippled Russia’s economy.
Except for China, India, and a few
rogue states, Russia is politically
isolated and Putin is roundly
condemned.

That leaves the Russian people.
What influence might they have on
their increasingly remote leader?

The answer to this question is key
to finding an “off ramp” for this war. If
enough Russians demand an end to
the war, the troops will be withdrawn —
one way or another.

In the course of 22 years in power,
Putin has decimated independent
journalism and political opposition in
Russia. The last vestiges of press free-
dom were cancelled at the start of the
war with new laws that forbade local
media to even use the word “war” in
describing Russia’s “special military
operation.”

A radio station that | used to listen
to every day when | lived in Moscow 20
years ago, “Moscow Echo,” was forced
to shut down and many of its journa-
lists have fled the country.

However, some news is getting
through. The most frequently downlo-
aded apps in Russia are for VPNs,
which enable users to disguise their
location and frustrate the state
communications censor, Roskomnad-
zor, which is charged with implemen-
ting the ban on certain social media
and news media Web sites.

There are too many ISPs — Internet
Service Providers — for the censors
to police all of them effectively. In-
creasingly, there are ISPs that don’t
want to be policed.

Even at Russia’s main broadcast
TV channel, Channel One, the main
evening newscast was interrupted for
six seconds earlier this week when a
producer held up a sign, on camera,
directly behind the news reader,
saying in Russian, “Don’t Believe the
Propaganda, They’re Lying to You
Here.”

Those six seconds were the viral
shot heard ‘round the world — inclu-
ding in the Russian Federation.

The producer, Marina Ovsyannyko-
va, was arrested, fined and eventually
released. She says there are mass re-
signations at state media now.

Some social media platforms, such
as Telegram, have been instrumental
in getting real news — in Russian — to
the Russian people. Ukraine’s own

president, Volodymyr Zelenskyy,
makes a point of addressing Russian
soldiers in Russian in his daily video
messages, carried on a variety of
Telegram channels.

Even Arnold Schwartzenegger, in
a heartfelt video message that is
destined to circulate in Russia via
social media such as Whatsapp, has
appealed to the Russian people not to
believe the lies that they have been told.
The nine-minute video has Russian-
language subtitles.

Most dramatically, the Russian sol-
diers taken prisoner in Ukraine are
being allowed — encouraged — to call
their parents back in Russia. In many
cases, the parents didn’t know about
their sons’ deployment and couldn’t
be expected to know the truth about
the “special military operation” from
Russian state media.

Word-of-mouth eventually beats
state propaganda. It’s more credible.

These are the first cracks in the
digital Iron Curtain.

Another crack: In a seemingly un-
hinged rant on state television on
Thursday, Putin attacked Russian
elites for not standing up for him.
“These traitors with villas in Miami or
on the French Riviera...can’t do wit-
hout their foie gras, oysters and their
so-called gender freedoms[!]” he

wailed. These elites, he said, were
being used as a “fifth column” in
Russia by a Western upper “caste” to
“provoke a civil confrontation.” There
are reports that Putin has placed two
top Russian intelligence officials un-
der house arrest.

Meanwhile, one of these presu-
mptive “traitors,” the founder of one of
Russia’s largest banks, Alfa-group’s
Mykhailo Friedman, who is under EU
and British sanctions, said that
sanctions against Russian billionaires
were imposed mistakenly, since busi-
nessmen have no influence on the
country’s leadership.

“The distance between Putin and
everyone else in the power hierarchy
is like between the Earth and space. It
would be a suicide to say something
against war to Putin” he protested.

Perhaps, when there are but a few
voices. But once enough voices are
raised, and the cracks in the wall of
censorship widen, a change will come.

sident can make is to tell the American
people tough times are ahead as we
take on Russia. While the President
understandably would prefer to tell
citizens everything is under control
and will be OK, it’s better to lay out the
tough facts of the situation.

The reality is the War in Ukraine
will keep energy prices elevated for
months and maybe years. This means
inflation will continue given the reality
that energy is a key component of
every product we use --- from vehic-
les to clothing to pharmaceuticals to
paving streets to food.

And even where petrochemicals
are not used directly to create a pro-
duct, the costs of the shipping and
delivery of raw materials, supplies,
and parts, as well as products
themselves means companies will
have to charge more to recover those
increased costs.

And, on the food front, the Presi-
dent should explain how important
Ukraine and Russia are to the world
food supply, especially regarding
wheat and how Putin’s War will keep
grain prices high for at least a year or
two.

When Supply Chain problems and
an already increased price structure
are combined with the inflationary
factors the War in Ukraine will add,
Americans will be faced with significant
cost increases and supply shortages
for at least another year.

Despite the moves by the Federal
Reserve to tackle inflation, it is likely
the aforementioned factors will con-
tinue to dwarf the moves the Fed takes
this year.

Americans are ready and willing to
sacrifice when they know there is a
great cause which needs our support.
Saving Ukraine is uniting the majority
of our country but we need to be
informed about the sacrifices we're
being asked to make.

While it is easy to promise the
War won’t have significant costs, the
price of such short-term reassurance
will be a sense of dishonesty or even
betrayal when bad news arrives on the
economic front.

At this point, specifically, what
can the West do to stop Putin?

If the West decides this is the best
opportunity to stop Putin, there is
much it can do.

- Immediately establish
geographically limited “No Fly” zones
in buffers next to Ukraine’s neighbors

as well as for internal humanitarian
corridors.

- Expand those “No Fly” zones to
major cities to help stem the departure
of millions of citizens.

- Provide Ukraine with aircraft,
including the MIG fighters they have
requested.

- Provide Ukraine with military
training in any way possible.

- Immediately provide Ukraine with
anti-aircraft and anti-missile defense
systems on a scale which truly makes
a difference.

- Admit Ukraine to the European
Union.

- Admit Ukraine to NATO.

- Take every measure possible to
further isolate Russia and its Economy.

- Ban the participation of Russian
companies in any transactions.

- Seize Russian assets on a global
basis.

- Sanction businesses and
individuals doing business with
Russia, after giving fair warnings
(with an emphasis on U.S. companies
continuing to do business with Russia).

- Apply secondary sanctions to
countries supporting Russia.

- Make the removal of participation
in Society for Worldwide Interbank
Financial Telecommunications
(SWIFT) apply to all Russian
companies and state entities.

- Apply the same sanctions to all
countries supporting Russia, starting
with Belarus and gradually adding
others, if secondary sanctions fail.

- Apply maximum sanctions to
all Russian leaders, officials, and
businesspersons supporting Putin.

- Deploy a major preemptive cyber
campaign to disrupt the Russian
military.

- Begin a preemptive cyber
campaign to disrupt the Russian
Economy.

- Initiate a major informational
campaign targeted at the Russian
people.

- Launch an effort to counter the
Russian sympathizers spreading false
information in the U.S. and abroad.

- Expand humanitarian aid efforts
from the U.S. and global partners.

- Put far more pressure on China’s
leadership (i.e., President Xi) to
encourage Putin to end the war.

- Ban the purchase of Russian oil &
gas by as many countries and other
entities as possible.

- Implement a plan to permanently
wean the West off of Russian oil & gas.

- Find ways to restrict the acquisition
of oil & gas by countries willing to
buy these Russian products despite
sanctions.

What’s the End Game?

Once again, the West has little to
offer at the negotiating table. By taking
some or all of the above actions, the
West will begin to amass assets it can
offer in exchange for peace.

Only by taking these actions will
Putin have any incentive to negotiate
an end to the war. Right now, however,
the West has nothing to offer which
would convince him to stop. And he
won’t.

However, the end game for the Uni-
ted States and its allies should be to
crush Russia so it no longer is easily
able to continue its vendetta against
the West.

By taking down Russia, the coun-
try’s interest in attacking and under-
mining democracies will be severely
inhibited. Hence. America’s goal
should be more than simply stopping
the War in Ukraine; rather, its goal
should be stopping Russia.

Conclusions

What’s most challenging for Ameri-
ca is that both directions --- i.e., not
doing enough to ultimately matter
or taking the actions needed to help
Ukraine prevail --- are reasonable.
Helping Ukraine in a limited way, as
we have been doing, keeps us out of
the war. We also know it means the
takeover of Ukraine by Russia.

Taking a different approach and
using our military, financial, and cyber
capabilities to cripple Russia and help
Ukraine win the war is something we
can do but presents the risk of a far
greater conflict with Russia and the
real possibility that nuclear weapons
are used.

In the case of the first path, we
know Ukraine will fall but American
life will not be significantly affected
even if it results in other countries
and territories being taken over by our
adversaries.

In the case of the second path, we
could permanently eliminate Russia as
a significant player in the world stage
and simultaneously hold back China
as well but it could be at a tremen-
dous cost.

And if a nuclear war were to break
out, it would be difficult to argue that
saving Ukraine was worth the price.

If the second path were successful
and if Putin’s bluff were successfully
called, the position of the U.S. and
its allies would be extraordinarily
strengthened. The question is, does
the West want to take that risk?

So, in conclusion, one could argue
that either path is reasonable.
